1 On September 7, 2001, the Commission, on its own motion, instituted this proceeding to determine (1) whether Comtex Corporation should be assessed additional monetary penalties for failing to comply with Commission orders and (2) whether the Commission should revoke Comtex Corporation’s registration as a telecommunications company pursuant to WAC 480-121-060.

2 Hearing in this matter is being held pursuant to Part IV of chapter 34.05 RCW pertaining to adjudicative proceedings and RCW 80.01.040, RCW 80.04.110, and RCW 80.36.350.  The Commission has jurisdiction over this matter under Title 80 RCW, having legal authority to regulate the rates, practices, and services of telecommunications companies.  Statutes involved include but are not limited to those within chapter 80.04 RCW and chapter 80.36 RCW, particularly RCW 80.04.110, RCW 80.04.380, RCW 80.04.405, RCW 80.36.140, and RCW 80.36.350.  Rules involved include but are not limited to those within chapter 480-09 WAC and chapter 480-121 WAC, particularly WAC 480-121-060.  The issues involved are generally stated above and more specifically contained in the complaint.
