Time of Day Energy Charge (continued)

Morning Energy Charges apply between 6:00 a.m. and 10 a.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday.  Mid-Day Energy Charges apply between 10:00 a.m. and 5 p.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday.  Evening Energy Charges apply between 5:00 p.m. and 9 p.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday. Economy Energy Charges apply between 9:00 p.m. and 6 a.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday, and include all hours on Sundays and NERC Holidays.

The Morning Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Morning hours.  The Mid-Day Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Mid-Day hours.  The Evening Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Evening hours.  The Economy Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Economy hours.

The High Consumption Surcharge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during the billing cycle up to and including 600 kWh per Month, regardless of the hour used.

NERC HOLIDAYS:

The following days shall be considered NERC Holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday is considered a holiday.  Similarly, should any of these days fall on Saturday, the preceding Friday is considered a holiday.
