ORDER APPROVING CONTRACT AMENDMENT


BACKGROUND
1 On January 28, 2008

 ref filing_date \* MERGEFORMATJanuary 28, 2008, Cascade Natural Gas Corporation (Cascade or Company) filed with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (Commission) a contract amendment to the Company’s Special Contract with Aluminum Company of America (Alcoa) to extend the contract for a four-year term. 

2 Cascade has provided distribution service to the Alcoa facility since October 1, 1992.  The original special contract, approved by the Commission, in Docket UG-921047, had a primary term of 15 years and expired on November 30, 2007.  
3 Cascade included in its filing, information required under WAC 480-80-143, including contract length, charges, location, and demonstration of benefits for existing customers.  Staff has reviewed the information filed and concurs that it meets the requirements of WAC 480-80-143.
