How long have you worked for the City in this capacity?

Please provide a short summary of your testimony.

To discuss the frequency that trains block the crossing of the Union Pacific Railroad track at 54th Avenue East, at mile post 149.08 of the Union Pacific railroad.
3.
Did the Fife Police Department conduct a Video Surveillance at the 54th Avenue Crossing. 

Yes.  The Fife Police Department had a video surveillance set up at the 54th Avenue crossing in September 2010.  The camera was equipped with a motion sensor and aimed at the crossing.  It began recording upon movement at the crossing, and then recorded an image at approximately three to six second intervals until the movement stopped.

How long did the video surveillance run?


It ran from September 15, 2010 at approximately 3:00pm to September 24, 2010 at approximately 8:30am.

5.
What did the surveillance pick up?


The sensor picked up train movement entering the crossing, as well as pedestrians, bicycles, and automobiles in its line of site.
6.
Have you viewed the complete surveillance video?

Yes.  I reviewed the entire surveillance video and made notations each time the sensors picked up a train entering the crossing.  Each image contained a date and time stamp, so I entered into a spreadsheet the date and time of the first image showing the train in the crossing and the last image that showed the train in the crossing.  I then entered the elapsed time between the first image and the last, which represents the total time that the train was blocking the crossing.   A copy of the spread sheet is attached hereto as Exhibit No. ____ (ES-2).   In some cases the video stopped recording with the train still blocking the crossing, and I made a note of that on the spreadsheet.  The total duration the train blocked the crossing in those instances is not known.  
7.
Does the total time include only time that the train was stopped or does it also include time when the train was moving, but still blocking the crossing?
It includes the total time in which the train was blocking the crossing, both moving and stopped.   The video captured seven instances where a train was blocking the crossing for over ten minutes, only three of which occurred between 7:00am and 5:00pm.
