Time of Day Energy Charge (continued)

The Morning Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Morning hours.  The Mid-Day Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Mid-Day hours.  The Evening Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Evening hours.  The Economy Energy Charge shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during Economy hours.

The High Volume Block shall be applied to Energy consumed by the Customer during the billing cycle for all kWh in excess of 20,000 per Month, regardless of the hour used. 

NERC HOLIDAYS:

The following days shall be considered NERC Holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday is considered a holiday.  Similarly, should any of these days fall on Saturday, the preceding Friday is considered a holiday.

REACTIVE POWER CHARGE:

The reactive power charge shall apply to only those electric load with a maximum Demand of 100 kW or higher.  The meter used for the measurement of KVARH shall be ratcheted to prevent reverse registration.

BILLING DEMAND:

The highest Demand established during the month.

ADJUSTMENT:

Rates in this schedule are subject to adjustment by such other schedules in this tariff as may apply.

GENERAL RULES AND PROVISIONS:

Service under this schedule is subject to the General Rules and Provisions contained in Company’s Electric Tariff G, Schedule No. 80, and such other schedules that may apply, from time to time, upon approval of the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission.
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
