2. Because of the nationwide scope of the Triennial Review implementation, Sprint has limited resources to employ in the state of Washington.  In addition, On October 21, 2003, the Commission entered a Protective Order to govern the discovery process in this proceeding. Because Sprint is using only in house experts, the Protective Order would further limit Sprint’s ability to participate in this docket.
