ANNUAL MINIMUM CHARGE:

The sum of the monthly bills in any period of twelve (12) consecutive months shall not be less than $17.16 per kVa of the maximum Billing Demand established plus 3.0961¢ per kWh consumed during the period.

NERC HOLIDAYS:

The following days shall be considered NERC Holidays: New Years Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, Labor Day, Thanksgiving Day, Friday after Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve and Christmas Day.  Should any of these holidays fall on Sunday, the following Monday is considered a holiday.  Similarly, should any of these days fall on Saturday, the preceding Friday is considered a holiday.

BILLING DEMAND:

The highest average thirty-minute Demand recorded during the month (but not less than 4,400 kVa), exclusive of Demand occurring on Sundays or between 12:00 midnight and 5:00 a.m.

ADJUSTMENT:

Rates in this schedule are subject to adjustment by such other schedules in this tariff as may apply.

ELECTRIC SERVICE FOR INCREMENTAL LOADS IN EXCESS OF 5,000 kVa:

1.  Planned Incremental Load:  At least 60 days prior to the first month in which the Customer projects a monthly Energy load for a Premises in excess of the Customer’s Base Block, the Customer shall notify the Company in writing, providing the monthly projection of 

Demand and Energy requirements in excess of its Base Block or the period in which the Customer projects an Energy load in excess of its Base Block (“Planned Incremental Load”). Upon receipt of such notice, the Company shall provide to the Customer a rate for the Customer’s Planned Incremental Load.  Such rate shall be equal to the average of up to three forward-purchase bids consistent with the Customer’s Planned Incremental Load obtained by the Company in the ordinary course of business on the Company’s own behalf for purchases of firm energy delivered at Mid-Columbia.  The Customer shall have the right to review the bid(s) upon executing a confidentiality agreement reasonably requested by the Company.  Bids shall reflect losses at High voltage.
