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 Major Event Day – Qualification 
IEEE 1366 Method
IEEE 1366 was established to present a set of terms and definitions which can be used to foster uniformity in the development of distribution service reliability indices, to identify factors which affect the indices, and to aid in consistent reporting practices among utilities.  Also, it provides guidance for new personnel in the reliability area, and tools for internal as well as external comparisons.  The Major Event Day definition was created as part of IEEE 1366 to allow for consistent calculation of reliability metrics between utilities, and enable more valid comparisons with other utility reliability metrics.

	IEEE Major Event Day Calculation (2.5 BETA METHOD)

1. A threshold on daily SAIDI is computed once a year, following year end. 
2. Assemble the 5 most recent years of historical values of SAIDI/day.

3. Discard any days in the data set that has a SAIDI/day of zero.

4. Find the natural logarithm of each value in the data set.

5. Compute the average Alpha and the standard deviation (Beta) of the natural logarithms computed in step 3.

6. Compute the threshold Tmed where Tmed = exp (Alpha + 2.5 * Beta)

7. Any day in the next year with SAIDI > Tmed is a major event day.

Storm brings high winds, outages to Western Wash.

SEATTLE -- A spring storm is sweeping across Western Washington Monday with heavy rain and high winds that are causing scattered power outages.

Forecasters expect 20-to-30 mph winds through the day with gusts to 50 mph. Early Monday, 48 mph wind gusts were reported in Seattle, 47 mph gusts in Everett and 40 mph in Tacoma.

Power outages were reported early Monday morning. Seattle City Light reports nearly 3,500 customers are without power in the Rainier Beach neighborhood. And Puget Sound Energy has about 2,800 customers in the dark, mostly in Seabeck on the Kitsap Peninsula.

Firefighters in Renton are still on scene of an active fire and power line that was taken down by a fallen tree. Firefighters are waiting for Puget Sound Energy crews to come and turn off the power before they can douse the flames with water.

Crews believe weather was to blame for the fire; most likely strong winds snapped the tree which is now laying and blocking the middle of the road. Nearby residents have been warned to stay away from this road as firefighters deal with the "live wire" in the street.

Crews are also dealing with pockets of power outages across Renton. A section of downtown Renton is in complete darkness around the transit center. Several blocks were without power around Logan and Second Avenue South, and many buildings were dark and street lights and stoplights were out. Puget Sound Energy says it's dealing with an underground cable problem in that outage. A number of residential areas in Renton were also without electricity.

"Winds have peaked and they are diminishing right now," said KING 5 Meteorologist Rich Marriott. "Up in the North Sound, showers and windy this morning. Look for showers, sunbreaks and breezy this afternoon, though it will stay windy in the Strait of Juan de Fuca and across Whidbey Island in the afternoon."

Marriott says the South Sound can expect the same for Monday. Forecasters expect the blustery weather to ease Tuesday but for unsettled conditions to continue this week.

School closures
St. Anthony School in Renton is scheduled to close Monday because the building does not have power. School officials say if the power is back on by 8 a.m., they will do a late start. But for now, no classes are scheduled Monday at St. Anthony School in Renton.

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SEATTLE -- Another spring storm is sweeping across Western Washington, causing scattered power outages and bringing more snow to the mountains. 
 
Overnight several hundred Puget Sound Energy customers lost power in Mercer Island and Renton, and at least one school was closed because they had no electricity.
 
Seattle City Light crews were restoring scattered outages in the Rainier Beach area. 

Winds of 20 to 30 mph are expected through the day on Monday, with gusts to around 40-50 mph likely in some areas. 
 
The spot expected to have the greatest wind speeds is along Admiralty Inlet which would include the western shores of Whidbey Island. A High Wind Warning is in effect here through 9 p.m. Monday for a few westerly gusts of 45-55 mph, maybe a gust to 60 mph.
 
For the rest of Western Washington, a lesser Wind Advisory remains in effect through 7 p.m. for occasional gusts to 40-45 mph, with maybe a few isolated gusts to 50 mph in exposed areas along shorelines and ridgetops. (The High Wind Warning around Everett and Mount Vernon was downgraded a wind advisory too.)
 
Winds die down all areas Monday afternoon into Monday evening.
Mountain Snow:
 
This storm will also bring a late season dose of snow to the mountains. A Winter Storm Warning is in effect through 6 a.m. Tuesday. Snow level will be around 5,000 feet Sunday night, but will drop to 2,500 feet Monday morning.
 
We could see 6-12 inches of snow by Monday night, with greatest amounts above 3,500 feet. Gusty winds to 35-45 mph are possible during the day Monday up there making blowing snow a concern as well.
 
Just be sure to check the mountain pass reports before you head up there. (You can call 511 for road information for free. I just used it last week on a trip through the mountains. Works great!)
 
Snow levels will remain low into Tuesday with snow showers continuing in the mountains.
Active Tuesday, too
 
The main rain and wind will be done with Monday evening, but with a very cold air mass in place on Tuesday, it's a recipe for heavy showers roaming around with potential for thunderstorms with hail and/or ice pellets. A Convergence Zone is also a good bet for Tuesday morning in the usual Everett to Northgate area, bringing a higher chance of thunderstorms there.
 
The zone could also slide south into Seattle during the day or afternoon, so keep an eye to the skies Tuesday as well.
 
By Wednesday, we start getting back to some semblance of normal with calmer weather the rest of the week -- which would be nice to have a Mother's Day without so much Mother Nature.
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Get ready for wind around Sound, blowing snow in passes

The National Weather Service has issued a wind advisory for the Seattle-Tacoma-Everett area, where winds could get up to 30 mph with gusts to 50 mph through 7 p.m. Monday.

And a winter storm warning has been issued for the Olympic and Cascade Mountains until 6 a.m. Tuesday. Forecasters said the snow level has dropped to 2,000 feet, and there could be 6 to 12 inches of snow on the mountain passes. Along with strong winds, that could cause hazardous driving conditions through the passes, said forecaster Johnny Burg.

The weather has caused the state Department of Transportation to close the North Cascades Highway, and high winds have caused several power outages around Puget Sound.

Washington State Ferries canceled Monday's 8:30 p.m. sailing from Port Townsend and the 9:15 p.m. sailing from Keystone because of high winds and rough seas.

The North Cascades Highway was closed because of blowing snow and snow slides. Check pass conditions at: www.wsdot.wa.gov (click on Mountain Passes at top right).

At the height of Monday's storm, more than 40,000 utility customers lost power across Washington and into Northern Idaho.

In Central Washington, blowing dust prompted the temporary closure of two state highways. The dust storms were blamed for a number of traffic accidents.
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East Jefferson bears brunt of high winds on Olympic Peninsula

An unusually strong May cold front swept through the North Olympic Peninsula on Monday, blowing down branches, kicking up debris and knocking out power to nearly 1,500 customers.
 
Jefferson County took the brunt of the blow with 1,350 Puget Sound Energy customers losing power. Most of the outages were in the Port Ludlow and Port Hadlock areas. 
 
By 8:45 p.m., all but seven were back on the grid, said Dorothy Bracken, PSE spokeswoman.
 
Crews were working in three locations to replace wire, felled by fallen trees and limbs, that funneled electrical power to those seven customers, she said.
 
All of the outages were wind-related, PSE spokeswoman MacKenzie McDowell confirmed.
 
About 120 Clallam County Public Utility District customers experienced wind-caused outages, the largest of which affected 62 in the Priest Road area west of Sequim.
 
Another outage affected 39 PUD customers along Towne Road north of Sequim.
 
Power had been restored to all PUD customers by 5 p.m., PUD spokesman Jeff Beaman said.

55 mph gusts
 
The highest gust on the Peninsula was recorded at Point Wilson near Port Townsend: 55 mph.
 
Quilcene was relatively calm, with the highest recorded wind speed being 16 mph in the early morning hours, according to National Weather Service observations.
 
Sequim's strongest gust was 43 mph at about 11:30 a.m.
 
The wind hit 33 mph at William R. Fairchild International Airport in Port Angeles on Monday afternoon. Sustained winds of more than 20 mph were felt in the morning. 
 
On the West End of Clallam County, wind gusts hit highs of 37 mph at LaPush and Neah Bay and 36 mph at the Quillayute Airport near Forks.
 
"We have a pretty strong low pressure system that went through," said Johnny Burg, a meteorologist with the National Weather Service in Seattle. 
 
"There was a good difference between the pressure gradients."
 
The winds shifted from the south to the west as the cold front passed over the region and headed into southern British Columbia, Burg said.
 
He said the storm was fairly uncommon for this time of year.
 
Walter Hill, 65, of Port Townsend, was traveling north on Jacob Miller road at about 9:30 a.m. when he saw the tree on the opposite side of the street start to fall, the Jefferson County Sheriff's Office said. 
 
He was unable to stop, and the tree fell onto his 1986 Nissan pickup, crushing the front of the truck and the windshield. Hill was not injured, the sheriff's office said.
 Power off at jail
 
At about 2:50 p.m., electrical power went off at the Jefferson County Sheriff's Office and jail, and the generators kicked in immediately. 
 
The power was out for about 45 minutes, but the office was able to work with the backup systems. 

 
"If the power goes out during the day we get enough light through the windows, said Deputy Joe Nole, "so it's not that big a deal to have to rely on the generators."
 
Ross Tyler, Clallam County Engineer, said most of the damage occurred on the east side of Clallam County.
 
"We had a couple trees down in the east end but nothing of any significance, except one was hung up in a power line," Tyler said.
 
The tree that fell into the line was actually in East Jefferson County on a short section of Chicken Coop Road that Clallam County maintains near Gardiner.
 
Olympic National Park reported a 2,000-foot snow level with an additional 4 to 10 inches of snow possible overnight. There was 91 inches of snow at Hurricane Ridge on Monday.
 
The National Weather Service lifted a high wind advisory for the region on Monday. Winds were forecast to subside to 10 to 15 mph today, Burg said.
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Spring storm blows through 
High winds, hail cause power outages, accidents

     There is a saying for spring weather in Washington. If you don’t like it, wait 10 minutes. But Monday in Skagit County there might have been a better adage: If you don’t like it, drive 10 miles. In the afternoon, the sun shined   in Burlington. Just north in the Alger area, a heavy hail storm was contributing to a multiple-vehicle accident. Farther south in Conway, branches were snapping and tearing down power lines. Farther east, snow dumped in the Cascade Mountains. 
   “We’ve got our crews out racing around to lots of different spots,” said state Department of Transportation spokesman Dustin Terpening.   

   Trees and tree limbs were the biggest culprits, blocking roads such as Highway 534 near Bulson Road in Mount Vernon. Fallen trees and power poles blocked both lanes of the road. 
   Slippery roads from the sudden hail storm in the Alger area led to six accidents involving eight cars within minutes just before 1 p.m. today, according to the State Patrol. 
   Six cars slid off Interstate 5 into   the median. Two of those cars hit each other. The driver of a semitruck pulled over to help the people in the median, and he was struck by a passenger car. 
   A woman driving the passenger car that struck the truck suffered possible leg and hip injuries and was taken to the Skagit Valley Hospital.        No one else was injured in those accidents, which closed the southbound lanes of the highway for more than 30 minutes. 
   Snapping trees and branches tugged on power lines, leaving thousands of residents without power around the county. 
   ‍Puget ‍Sound ‍Energy did not have the total number of people who lost power throughout the day. 
   However, a spokeswoman said 1,900 customers lost power in Anacortes in the morning. At noon, 1,000 customers throughout the county   did not have power. By 4:30 p.m., nearly 700 customers were still without power, most of them in small neighborhood pockets in the Concrete and Sedro-Woolley areas. 
   Wind gusts ripped through the county at as much as 50 mph Monday, according to National Weather Service meteorologist Doug McDonnal. 
   “The winds are unusually strong for early May,” McDonnal said. 
   But a reprieve should come today. 
   “That will start easing off this evening,” he said. 
   Whidbey Island was hit with the strongest gusts in the area, with sustained winds at 40 mph and gusts more than 50 mph.   

   The Cascade Mountains were expected to have a foot of snow by early this morning. The snow has closed the North Cascades highway due to avalanche danger, according to the DOT. 
   It is unknown when the highway will reopen. 
   Skagit County’s mild winter might have been a tease for those expecting an early summer this year, McDonnal said. 
   He added, “May and June tend to be frustrating months for people who are waiting for summer to arrive.”

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Rare May storm knocks out power to thousands

SEATTLE -- According to the calendar, we are almost closer to summer than winter now. 

To anyone who walked outside today or spent the afternoon in the dark, that might seem like a cruel joke. 

A very late winter-like storm rolled through Western Washington Monday, bringing gusty winds, heavy mountain snows, and knocking out power to over 24,000 people. 

Whidbey Island was getting the brunt of the storm's winds, with frequent gusts over 50 mph through Monday morning and afternoon, topping out with a peak gust of 56 mph. 

Here are some other peak gusts from the storm so far: 

· Oak Harbor: 56 mph 

· Alki Beach (W. Seattle): 51 mph 

· Arlington: 48 mph 

· Everett: 47 mph 

· Shelton: 47 mph 

· Tacoma: 45 mph

· Bellingham: 39 mph 

· Seattle (Sea-Tac): 39 mph 

· Hoquiam: 39 mph 

The strong winds knocked over trees and limbs in several areas across the Puget Sound region, causing scattered power outages. We've seen trees down in Renton, Federal Way, Arlington and Auburn. 

In Mount Vernon, a tree fell across SR-534 near Bulson Road, and as our news crew was filming the downed tree, another one came down just a few feet away. In Arlington, a massive tree wiped out a second-story deck of a home and punched a hole in the roof. 

"Well, I was just glad it wasn't raining because there is a hole in the roof and I didn't want to have to eat dinner in the rain," said Curtis McKay, who is renting the home. 

In Federal Way, a tree toppled across SR-18 near 42nd Ave. S.during the early Monday commute, blocking most of the lanes and snarling traffic. 

Puget Sound Energy reported 16,000 without power at one point Monday afternoon, with most in the Puyallup area. Mercer Island and Renton had outages earlier in the morning. 

Snohomish County PUD said 8,000 were in the dark, mainly in Marysville and Arlington areas. 

Seattle City Light had scattered outages, mainly in the early Monday morning hours in the Rainier Beach area. 

A High Wind Warning remains in effect for the Whidbey Island area until 9 p.m. but other wind advisories have been dropped as the winds have peaked and will slowly subside through Monday evening and night. 

Mountain Snow: 

This storm also brought a late season dose of snow to the mountains. Stevens Pass reported 12 inches of snow since Sunday evening, and another 6-10 inches more were possible Monday night. Snoqualmie Pass has been spared snow so far, but they were on the hook for some snow Monday night as a Puget Sound Convergence Zone formed. 

A Winter Storm Warning is in effect for the Cascades through 6 a.m. Tuesday. 

Focus Changes From Wind To Lightning 

As the winds calm down, we turn our attention to an active Puget Sound Convergence Zone that has formed in its usual spot between Seattle and Everett. This zone is likely to touch off heavy rain showers with possible lightning and hail and/or ice pellets through Monday night. It's also possible this zone will sink south through the night, spreading heavy rain and possible hail into the Downtown Seattle/Bellevue area, and even down as far as Tukwila and Renton toward dawn. 

Outside this zone, we'll see scattered showers roaming around through the night that could also contain some lightning and/or hail. 

Active Tuesday, too 

The main rain and wind will be done with Monday evening, but with a very cold air mass in place on Tuesday, it's a recipe for heavy showers roaming around with potential for thunderstorms with hail and/or ice pellets. A Convergence Zone is also a good bet to reform Tuesday morning in the usual Everett to Northgate area, bringing a higher chance of rain and thunderstorms there.

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Power outage cancels classes at Green River Community College

AUBURN, Wash. -- Strong winds pushed trees into power lines and caused an outage at Auburn’s Green River Community College. 

The power went out shortly before 9 a.m. Monday and classes were expected to resume by 3 p.m., but officials later canceled classes for the day. 

The main entrance to the campus was closed as crews worked to clean up the tree and downed power lines. With one exit blocked, traffic was slow on the remaining exit from campus, prompting some students to walk. 

“Traffic was all the way backed up so we couldn't get out, decided to go get some food,” said Lorena Velazquez. 

Grounds keepers also decided to pull a second tree down safely before it was blown down by the wind. 

The downed trees also cut power to about 17,000 customers, Puget Sound Energy said.

PSE doesn't know yet how many customers that power outage affected.

There were also reports of outages in Downtown Renton including at St. Anthony's school and Merrill Gardens.

"We did have small scattered outages through our service area," she said. "Our crews are ready and their responding as needed."

An wind advisory is called when winds are strong enough that they can snap tree branches, topple small trees and cause local power outages.

Monday there is a 70 percent chance of showers all day with a high of 53 and a low of 40, according to NWS.

The rain and thunder is expected to continue Tuesday morning with a high of 53 and a chance of thunderstorms Tuesday night.
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Wind knocks down trees on Whidbey

Brisk winds overnight knocked down some trees and caused small, scattered power outages across Whidbey Island, but no injuries were reported, officials said Monday morning.

Wind gusts to 47 miles per hours were reported at Naval Air Station Whidbey Island in Oak Harbor shortly after 8 a.m. Monday, and gusts in the low 40-mph range were reported at Langley throughout Sunday night and Monday morning, said Chris Burke of the National Weather Service in Seattle.

Wind gusts from out of the west were expected to continue throughout the day Monday, diminishing by 9 p.m., Burke said. 

Trees were blown down on four roadways between 10:30 p.m. Sunday and 6 a.m. Monday in South Whidbey, Island County Fire District 3 Deputy Chief Mike Cotton said.

Traffic was blocked for a short time at Quade Road near Maxwelton and Ewing roads Sunday night, and at Campbell Road near Highway 525, at Wahl Road and at Lone Lake Road early Monday morning, Cotton said.

Also around 6 a.m. Monday, smoking branches were reported on power lines near Campbell Road and Highway 525, he said.

Puget Sound Energy reported small outages affecting fewer than 10 customers each at various Whidbey locations, said Abigail Elliott, a PSE spokeswoman.

"Just a few customers here and there," she said. She said crews were repairing outages as they were reported.

Meanwhile, on Sunday morning a 20-foot pleasure boat was found overturned and washed up on the beach at Admiralty Inlet north of South Whidbey State Park.

Neighbors called the Coast Guard, who determined that the boat had been unoccupied, and the owners were contacted.

Mike Wiatt of Greenbank, a resident of the area, said three men in a small aluminum boat arrived early Sunday afternoon to retrieve the beached craft. Failing to right the overturned boat, they began towing it semi-submerged toward Lagoon Point as darkness fell, Wiatt said.

"It was pitch dark and the seas were really rocking, so who knows where they ended up last night," Wiatt said in an e-mail to the Record.

Burke of the National Weather Service said gale warnings were in effect in all coastal waters, and that the winds were creating a convergence zone near the King-Snohomish County line, which could result in thunderstorms later in the day Monday.
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Spring storm blows through Northwest, causing outages

SEATTLE -- A spring storm swept across Western Washington Monday bringing heavy rain, thundershowers, ice pellet showers and high winds that were causing scattered power outages and some damage.

At the height of Monday's storm, more than 40,000 utility customers lost power across Washington and into north Idaho.

Peak wind gusts Monday morning hit 48 mph in Seattle, 55 mph in Oak Harbor, 47 mph in Everett and 40 mph in Tacoma and Puyallup.

High winds caused several problems. In Renton, winds toppled trees and knocked out power to sections of the city. Trees fell onto homes in Woodinville and Auburn. Firefighters in Renton also fought an early morning fire thought to have been caused by strong winds.

The National Weather Service has a winter storm warning in effect until 6 a.m. Tuesday in the Cascades. Up to a foot of snow could fall by Tuesday morning. The Transportation Department has closed the North Cascades Pass due to avalanche danger.

High winds and rough seas Monday afternoon led to the cancellation of two sailings on the Keystone-Port Townsend route. The 3:45 p.m. sailing from Port Townsend and the 4:30 p.m. sailing from Keystone have been cancelled, according to Washington State Ferries.

Seattle City Light reported nearly 3,500 customers were without power in the Rainier Beach neighborhood, and Puget Sound Energy had about 2,800 customers without electricity, mostly in Seabeck on the Kitsap Peninsula. About 8,000 customers were without electricity in Snohomish County, and Skagit, Thurston, Jefferson and Island counties also experienced scattered outages.

On Camano Island, strong westerly winds decimated trees and knocked down power poles. By midday Monday, Stanwood Camano Fire Department crews had responded to 25 separate wind-related calls.

"Every time we respond to a report of a tree down, we get another call somewhere else," says Assistant Chief Levon Yengoyan, Stanwood Camano Fire Department. "The road closures are causing us to take alternate routes to medical calls."

Strong winds decreased Monday evening and the high wind warning has been canceled. However, a wind advistory is still in effect until 11 p.m. Monday. Winds of 30 to 40 mph with gusts to 50 mph will continue through the evening, then decrease to 20 to 30 mph by midnight.

"This is all going to start to quiet down overnight tonight. Tomorrow promises to be a little bit more quiet," said Guy.

Meanwhile, the spring storm is causing a dust warning for Eastern Washington, which visibility is reduced between Quincy and George in Grant County. Some part of Yakima County also are affected. The dust warning is in effect until 11 p.m. Monday.

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Unusual storm blasts Whidbey

This is Severe Weather Awareness Week in the Pacific Northwest, according to the National Weather Service.

 
Right out of central casting, a strong windstorm showed up overnight Sunday and blasted the regional all day Monday, resulting in an Oak Harbor substation shutdown affecting 3,600 customers in the Crescent Harbor area.

 
The Keystone-Port Townsend ferry was cancelled, and the vessel remained tied up at the dock all day.

 
The unusual May storm was predicted by the weather service, which issued a winter storm warning and a high wind warning for Admiralty Inlet. It reported on its website Monday morning winds gusting to 56 miles per hour at a location north of Oak Harbor.

 
Equipment at the substation was damaged by the storm at about 4:30 p.m. Monday afternoon, resulting in the outage, said Dorothy Bracken of Puget Sound Energy. She said that power was expected to be restored by late Monday evening.

 
In addition to the Oak Harbor outage, scattered blackouts were reported at 22 locations affecting about 1,000 customers on Whidbey, according to Bracken.

 
“Whenever you’ve got trees and wind and power lines, there’s going to be instances,” said Dom Amor, PSE local government and community relations manager.

 
Only about 15 Coupeville residents reported power outages, and numerous outages on South Whidbey.

 
“In almost all those locations there is a tree that has taken wires out. Crews are moving from one location to another, restringing wire,” Bracken said.

 
Four crews were working Whidbey, and Bracken said power was to be restored by early Tuesday.

 
Customers experiencing outages at any time can get information on their specific service location when they call in to report the problem, Bracken said.

 
Call 1-888-225-5773, wait until the recorded report ends, then follow the prompts for outages and customer information. The line is staffed 24 hours a day, she added.
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
