NOTICE OF PREHEARING CONFERENCE

1 On July 25, 2003, Puget Sound Energy, Inc. (PSE) filed certain tariff revisions and an original tariff to its currently effective Tariff WN U-2, implementing changes to the Company’s tariff rules concerning the extension of gas service.  The filing provides for the extension of distribution facilities other than in Kittitas County, the extension of distribution facilities in Kittitas County, and specifically identifies the federal income tax rider on contributions in aid of construction.  PSE requested that these revisions become effective on September 1, 2003.

2 By order of the Commission, the operation of the tariff revisions have been suspended pending hearing or hearings concerning all such changes and the justness and reasonableness thereof.  The commission allowed the rates to become effective on September 1, 2003, on a temporary basis.

3 Hearing in this matter is being held pursuant to Part IV of chapter 34.05 RCW pertaining to adjudicative proceedings, including but not limited to RCW 34.05.413, RCW 34.05.422, RCW 34.05.431, RCW 34.05.440, RCW 34.05.449, RCW 34.05.452, and RCW 34.05.455.  The Commission has jurisdiction over this matter pursuant to Title 80 RCW, having legal authority to regulate the rates, services, and practices of natural gas companies.  The statutes and rules involved, in addition to those previously cited, include those within chapters 80.01, 80.04, and 80.28 RCW, and chapters 480-07, 480-80 and 480-90 WAC.

4 The ultimate issues include whether the proposed tariff revisions are just, fair, reasonable, sufficient, and in the public interest.  In accordance with the provisions of RCW 80.04.130, or because PSE is the proponent of the tariff change, the burden of proof shall be upon PSE, the Respondent.

5 NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN That in accordance with WAC 480-07-440(1)(a), the Commission has determined that good cause exists for this matter to be heard on shortened notice.

6 NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN That a prehearing conference in this matter will be held at 1:30 p.m., on February 20, 2004, in the Commission’s Hearing Room, Second Floor, Chandler Plaza Building, 1300 S. Evergreen Park Drive S.W., Olympia, Washington.  Counsel may attend the prehearing conference via the Commission’s teleconference bridge (360-664-3846).  If you appear via teleconference, you must appear five minutes before the time that the conference is scheduled to begin.

7 The purpose of the prehearing conference is to take interventions, establish dates for distribution of the Company’s direct evidence and workpapers and other scheduling matters, consider formulating the issues in the proceeding and to determine other matters to aid in its disposition, as specified in WAC 480-07-430.  

8 Notice of appearance and petitions to intervene should be made in writing no later than Thursday, February 19, 2004, or made orally at the hearing.  Appearances will be taken.  If any party or witness needs an interpreter or other assistance, please fill out the form attached to this notice and return it to the Commission.  The time and place for the evidentiary hearings will be set at the prehearing conference or by later written notice.

9 NOTICE IS FURTHER GIVEN That any party who fails to attend or participate in the hearing set by this notice, or any other stage of this proceeding, may be held in default in accordance with RCW 34.05.440.  The parties are further advised that the sanction provisions of WAC 480-07-450 are specifically invoked.
