PACIFICORP’S MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE SUPPLEMENTAL DIRECT TESTIMONY AND EXHIBIT



Pursuant to WAC § 480-07-460(1), PacifiCorp d/b/a Pacific Power (“PacifiCorp”) hereby submits this Motion for Leave to File Supplemental Direct Testimony (“Motion”).  

In this Motion, PacifiCorp requests that the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (“Commission”) permit PacifiCorp to file Exhibit No. ____ RBD-3T (“Supplemental Testimony”) and Exhibit No. _____ (RBD-4) (“Reformatted Results”).  The Reformatted Results supplement Exhibit No. _____ (RBD-2) (“Original Results”) previously filed on February 6, 2008, and present PacifiCorp’s Washington Results of Operation in an alternative format.  The Supplemental Direct Testimony of R. Bryce Dalley sponsors and explains the Reformatted Results and supplements Mr. Dalley’s testimony filed on February 6, 2008.
As explained in more detail in the Supplemental Direct Testimony, PacifiCorp is making this filing at the request of Commission Staff.  The Supplemental Direct Testimony and Reformatted Results are intended to facilitate Staff’s review of PacifiCorp’s filing.  
WAC § 480-07-460(1) requires a petitioner in a general rate proceeding to prefile direct testimony at the time it files its rate increase request.  Subsection (b)(ii) requires a party to file a motion for leave to submit testimony that contains substantive changes to prefiled testimony.  Because PacifiCorp’s Supplemental Direct Testimony does not replace or substantively change its Prefiled Direct Testimony, neither of these rules may be applicable to this filing.  Nevertheless, to ensure compliance with the Commission’s procedure rules, PacifiCorp submits this motion for leave to file its Supplemental Direct Testimony.
WHEREFORE, PacifiCorp respectfully requests that the Commission grant PacifiCorp leave to file the attached Supplemental Direct Testimony and Reformatted Results.
