T-Netix, Inc. ("T-Netix"), Respondent in the above-named proceeding, by and through counsel, files this letter to make two clarifications to the Response to Bench Requests Nos. 7 Through 9, filed October 20, 2010.


1.  
Response to Bench Request 7 at page 5:  T-Netix stated that "Ms. Herivel alleged, in the civil case after the T-Netix Motion was granted, that she received one interLATA call from an inmate, but concedes that she can produce no evidence of any such call."  T-Netix wishes to clarify that its Motion for Summary Determination, appended to the Response, was not granted on the ground that the Commission is without jurisdiction or authority to grant such a motion within a proceeding initiated by a primary jurisdiction referral.  Rather, T-Netix's subsequent request for a stay of the proceeding, in order that it could file a Motion for Summary Judgment in the underlying civil action, was granted.  That Motion for Summary Judgment was granted but later reversed on appeal based on Ms. Herivel's later allegation of receiving an interLATA phone call.


2.  
TNXWA 41923-42249:  T-Netix wishes to clarify that these documents are not the entire set of supplemental telephone bills that Complainants produced.  T-Netix removed a few telephone bills from that production that did not contain any evidence of collect calls.  Providing no evidence of "the collect calls at issue in this proceeding," which is the scope of Bench Request No. 7, those telephone bills were neither responsive nor relevant.
