From January 1995 to March 2006, I was employed by Economic & 5 

Engineering Service, Inc., later known as EES Consulting, Inc., a nationally 6 

recognized engineering and management consulting firm.  I provided consulting 7 

services on behalf of EES Consulting in a wide variety of areas, including 8 

 revenue requirements, cost of service, rate design, and related analyses, 9 

 regulatory, litigation and arbitration support, 10 

 representation within regional forums, such as proceedings at the 11 
Bonneville Power Administration ("BPA"), 12 

 electric utility resource planning, evaluation and acquisition, 13 

 utility property valuation and acquisition, 14 

 new utility formation, 15 

 financial forecasting and feasibility analysis, and 16 

 management reviews and performance benchmarking. 17
