SCHEDULE 7

RESIDENTIAL SERVICE

WITH POWER COST HEDGE

(Single phase or three phase where available)

AVAILABILITY:

1.
This schedule is limited to residential service, which means s​ervice that is delivered through one meter to a single-family unit and is used principally for domestic pur​poses, even though such service may incidentally be used for nondomestic purposes. Electric service for nondomestic use may be separately metered and served under the pro​visions of the applicable general service schedule, provided that such service does not include single-family units.

2.
If this schedule is applied to transient occupancy in separately metered living units, billing shall be in the name of the owner on a continuous basis.

3.
Single-phase motors rated greater than 7-1/2 HP shall not be served under this schedule except by the express written approval of the Com​pany.

4.
Space conditioning and water heating capacities shall be energized in increments of 6 KW or less by a thermostat, low voltage relay, or sui​table time delay equipment.

5.
Customers requiring three-phase service under this schedule will be required to con​tribute the incremental cost of three-phase facili​ties to provide such service.
