APPOVING LEASE, AMENDING CERTIFICATES BC-10 AND BC-95


1 Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity BC-10 stands in the name of Pacific Cruises Northwest, Inc., d/b/a Victoria San Juan Cruises, and authorizes the service therein set forth.

2 On January 4, 2007, joint application was filed with the Utilities and Transportation Commission (Commission) for authority to lease a portion of rights under the certificate from Pacific Cruises Northwest, Inc., to Island Commuter Service, LLC, d/b/a Island Commuter Service, in accordance with RCW 81.84 and WAC 480-50.  The portion of rights subject to lease under the application is described in Appendix A.

3 It appears that Island Commuter Service, LLC, is able and willing to furnish all service necessary under the application.  In addition, it appears the lease of a portion of rights as described in the application and Appendix A will not be detrimental to the interest of the public.

4 The portion that will be retained by Pacific Cruises Northwest, Inc., under BC-10 is described in Appendix B.

O R D E R 

5 IT IS HEREBY ORDERED That the application herein be granted.  All parties concerned must comply with the laws, rules and regulations governing passenger ferry companies.


6 The commission further orders that a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity be issued to Island Commuter Service, LLC, d/b/a Island Commuter Service, as described in Appendix A.

7 IT IS FURTHER ORDERED That Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity BC-10 be amended, endorsed and issued as described in Appendix B, attached hereto and incorporated herein.

8 Each Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity allowed by the Order is subject to the provisions of the lease agreement entered by and between Island Commuter Service, LLC, lessee, and Pacific Cruises Northwest, Inc, lessor, dated December 10, 2006.


9 The Commission further orders that the tariff and time schedule filed in connection with this application is effective at 12:01 a.m. on the day following the service date of this Order.

10 IT IS FINALLY ORDERED That this Order terminates fifteen years from the effective date of this Order, or will terminate pursuant to Item 8 of the lease agreement.
