JOINT MOTION TO MODIFY TWELFTH SUPPLEMENTAL ORDER RE POWER COST ADJUSTMENT MECHANISM


I. MOTION AND REQUESTED RELIEF

1. Pursuant to RCW 80.04.210, WAC 480-07-375 and 480-07-875(1), the Public Counsel Section of the Washington State Attorney General’s Office (Public Counsel), the Washington Utilities & Transportation Commission Staff (Commission Staff or Staff), and Puget Sound Energy, Inc., (PSE), (together the Joint Movants), hereby move for an order modifying the Twelfth Supplemental Order in the above-captioned docket.
2. Specifically, the Joint Movants request that the Commission modify that portion of Appendix A to the Twelfth Supplemental Order designated as “Exhibit A: Settlement Terms For the Power Cost Adjustment Mechanism (PCA).”  (Original PCA Settlement).  The purpose of the modification is to conform the order to the terms of the Settlement Stipulation entered into by Joint Movants in Dockets UE-130617 et al. and which the Joint Movants have proposed for adoption in that docket (PCA Modification Settlement).  A copy of the proposed PCA Modification Settlement and its related attachments is appended to this motion. 
3. The Joint Movants respectfully request that the Commission provide an opportunity for a hearing for joint consideration of the PCA Modification Settlement and this motion.  
II. Statement of Facts and procedural background

4. On June 20, 2002, the Commission entered its Twelfth Supplemental Order in Dockets UE-0111570/UG-011571 approving and adopting an unopposed settlement stipulation resolving PSE’s 2001 General Rate Case.  The Twelfth Supplemental Order incorporated the settlement by incorporation as Appendix A to the order.  Appendix A included eleven separate stipulations on various issues, each attached as a lettered Exhibit to one umbrella stipulation.
  Each stipulation Exhibit was signed separately by the parties specifically interested in the subject of the stipulation.  As noted above, the subject of this motion is Exhibit A, the Original PCA Settlement,
 which established a PCA for PSE.  

5. One of the elements of the Original PCA Settlement was the creation of the “Power Cost Only Rate Review,” which came to be called the PCORC (“Power Cost Only Rate Case”).  In Docket UE-130617 et al., PSE filed its 2013 PCORC.  On September 13, 2013, the parties to the 2013 PCORC docket entered into a settlement in which they agreed to participate in a collaborative process to address PCA and PCORC- related issues.  The settlement was ultimately approved by the Commission and incorporated by reference in Order 06 in the PCORC docket.
  Beginning in November 2013, the Joint Movants and the Industrial Customers of NW Utilities (ICNU) conducted a series of collaborative meetings in Seattle and Olympia with participation by staff members, experts, and counsel.  

6. As a result of the collaborative process, the Joint Movants reached agreement on recommended modifications to PSE’s PCA mechanism.  The recommended modifications include, inter alia, changes to the dead band and sharing bands, and to the classification of certain costs.  On March 27, 2015, Joint Movants filed with the Commission the PCA Modification Settlement and attached supporting documents reflecting their agreement. 
7. ICNU did not join in the Settlement Stipulation.  On March 27, 2015, ICNU filed a letter with the Commission stating its opposition to the settlement.  On March 30, 2015, ICNU filed a second letter stating that it does not intend to file testimony or offer witnesses, or make any additional filings beyond the settlement opposition letter filed on March 27, 2015.
III. AUTHORITY

8. The Commission has authority to alter or amend its prior orders, pursuant to RCW 80.04.210 and WAC 480-07-875.  These authorities authorize the Commission to amend an order after notice to the affected public service company (PSE) and parties to the underlying proceeding and a hearing.  PSE, the affected public service company in this case, is a Joint Movant.  The motion is being served on the parties to the Original PCA stipulation, as well as the parties to UE-130617. 
IV. conclusion

9. For the foregoing reasons, Joint Movants respectfully request that, after appropriate notice and hearing, if the Commission approves the proposed PCA Modification Settlement in Docket UE-130617 et al., that the Commission issue an order modifying the Twelfth Supplemental Order accordingly.
