PROTEST OF WASTE MANAGEMENT OF WASHINGTON, INC. d/b/a WM HEALTHCARE SOLUTIONS OF WASHINGTON


1. COMES NOW Waste Management of Washington, Inc. d/b/a WM Healthcare Solutions of Washington, holder of Certificate No. G‑237 (“Protestant” herein), by and through its attorney, Polly L. McNeill of Summit Law Group, and respectfully protests the granting of the authority for the territory requested in the above-numbered application as set forth below:

SOLID WASTE COLLECTION consisting of bio-hazardous and biomedical waste in the state of Washington
2. This Protest is submitted in accordance with RCW 81.77.040 and WAC 480-70-106, WAC 480-07-305, and WAC 480-07-370.  The grounds and basis of this protest are as follows:

I. Protestant has interests that would be adversely affected if this application were granted.
3. Protestant operates solid waste collection consisting of bio-hazardous and biomedical waste services pursuant to a certificate of convenience and necessity issued by this Commission.  Certificate No. G‑237 is attached hereto as Exhibit A.  As is evidenced by this certificate, in its authorized territory Protestant currently holds authority in conflict with the applied-for authority.

4. Protestant owns and operates motor vehicular equipment suitable for the transportation of bio-hazardous and biomedical waste, the materials sought to be transported.  Protestant employs personnel and drivers who are thoroughly experienced in the requested transportation.  The specialized service which applicant seeks authority for has been rendered by Protestant in the past and is being rendered by Protestant currently.  Protestant is expending substantial sums of money for the hiring, training and supervision of its personnel; and for the obtaining of the newest and most efficient motor vehicular equipment suitable for transportation of bio-hazardous and biomedical waste.

5. For the foregoing reasons, Protestant has an interest in this proceeding, and its interests would be adversely affected if the application were granted.
II. Protestant currently is providing services to the satisfaction of the Commission.
6. Protestant is suitably and adequately equipped and otherwise qualified, ready, willing and able to provide the relevant transportation service required by the shipping public for the applied-for authority within its authorized territories.  

7. Protestant is financially and legally fit, willing and able to provide solid waste collection consisting of bio-hazardous and biomedical.  It has been performing within its authorized territory to the satisfaction of the Commission since April 2011.  Protestant remains ready, willing and able to provide the services which its operating certificate authorizes to any of applicant’s supporting shippers, to the satisfaction of the Commission.

III. Protestant alleges the applicant is not fit, willing, and able to provide the services requested.
8. Protestant believes and therefore alleges that the applicant is not qualified to receive a grant of a solid waste certificate of public convenience and necessity; that the applicant is not fit, willing and able to properly perform the services proposed and unable to conform to the provisions of Ch. 81.77 RCW and the requirements, rules and regulations of this Commission thereunder.
9. Protestant denies each and every material allegation and statement of fact contained in Application No. TG-112025, and requests that the applicant be required to submit strict proof in support thereof and to produce competent witnesses at a hearing for cross-examination on all material and relevant facts bearing on the protested application.  If an oral hearing is held, Protestant will appear and present evidence of its own operations and particular interests in the application.  Protestant estimates that it will call five (5) witnesses at the hearing, and that the hearing time for the testimony of the witness will be approximately eight (8) hours.

10. WHEREFORE, Protestant prays that it be afforded an opportunity to participate in the hearing on this application; and that the application thereafter be denied.
