ORDER AUTHORIZING TRANSFER




1 Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity No. G-196 stands in the name O’Neill & Sons, Inc., d/b/a South Sound Transport Service & Great Western Soil Conditioners and authorizes the service therein set forth.

2 Joint Application GA-79402 has been filed requesting authority to transfer all rights under said Certificate No. G-196 to Great Western Soil Conditioners, Inc.
