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MOTION FOR PERMISSION TO FILE SUPPLEMENTAL TESTIMONY OF ROBERT B. SHIRLEY AND DECLARATION OF KAY TAYLOR




1 Pursuant to WAC 480-09-420(8), Commission Staff moves for permission to file Supplemental Testimony of Robert B. Shirley, together with the accompanying Declaration of Kay Taylor.  (Attachments provided to this motion)  The declaration of Ms. Taylor refers to an incident on August 19, 2002, in which a death occurred at her residence following several unsuccessful attempts by Ms. Taylor to reach 9-1-1 using two different cellular providers.  The evidence set forth in this declaration is highly relevant for the Commission to consider in this case.  As set forth in the supplemental testimony of Mr. Shirley, it directly pertains to one of the factors the Commission has set forth in the line extension rule regarding waivers of the obligation to provide service, namely WAC 480-120-071(7)(b)(ii)(E), “[t]he effect on the individuals and communities involved[.]”

2 Under the schedule governing this case, Commission Staff filed testimony regarding Verizon’s petition for waiver on April 17, 2002.  In addition, a deposition of Ms. Taylor was taken on February 27, 2002.  The information set forth in the declaration of Ms. Taylor and the supplemental testimony of Mr. Shirley clearly was not available, and thus could not have been filed, at the earlier filing date.  Staff therefore respectfully requests that the Commission grant permission to file these items at this time.
