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1 
Russell Vanderveen, d/b/a Vanderveen Family Transport, filed an application for a certificate of public convenience and necessity to transport leachate from the Cedarville Landfill to the City of Ferndale Waste Water Treatment Plant in Whatcom County under contract with Whatcom County.  Sumas Transport, Inc., filed a protest to the application.

2 
Ms. Bonnie Allen of Commission Staff reviewed both the Commission’s transportation information systems (motor carrier authority database) and Record Center to ascertain the scope of Sumas Transport’s authority to haul solid waste, specifically leachate, in the state of Washington.
  According to the Commission’s records, Sumas Transport holds authority to transport leachate from Inman Landfill to waste water treatment facilities in Burlington, Mount Vernon, and Anacortes.
  The Commission granted Sumas Transport its authority in 1994, and the certificate was issued in January 1995.
  It does not appear that Sumas Transport has altered its authority to haul solid waste since it was granted.
  The authority Sumas Transport holds does not overlap the authority sought by Vanderveen Family Transport in this docket.

3 
Sumas Transport also holds a common carrier permit to transport general commodities in Washington under Common Carrier Permit No. CC-3837.
  A common carrier permit does not permit a company to haul leachate to a waste water treatment plant for disposal.  Leachate is solid waste, and its transportation requires a separate solid waste permit.
  Sumas Transport does not hold a solid waste permit allowing it to transport leachate over the route requested by Vanderveen Family Transport.

4 
Under WAC 480-07-370(1)(f), a protest may be filed by a person who asserts that its interests would be adversely affected if an application is granted.  In this case, Sumas Transport does not hold authority that overlaps with the authority sought by Vanderveen Family Transport.  Thus, it appears that granting Vanderveen Family Transport’s application would not adversely affect Sumas Transport’s interests, and the Commission may properly dismiss the protest.
