Section 252(b), and the Triennial Review Order, Docket No. UT-043013.  

On June 15, 2004, the arbitrator entered Order No. 05 in this proceeding, Order Denying Motions to Dismiss; Granting Joint CLECs’ Motion; Requiring Verizon to Maintain Status Quo.  On June 18, 2004, Verizon Northwest Inc. filed a Petition for Review of Order Requiring Verizon to Maintain Status Quo, seeking interlocutory review of Order No. 05.
