Conclusions:

 “Gallons Billed” to users includes leaks from residential meter to home, which in some cases has been considerable in the past. Many of those leaks have now been eliminated, which explains part of the reason our average usage has dropped steadily (as billed) to now around 3,700 ga/mo/user on average.

What is a realistic estimated average usage in future?  Seems to me 4,000 ga/mo/user is appropriate, instead of the
