As far as I can see there’s no benefit to OHA from this new formula. It’s worse than the formula staff sent us last week.

As our average increases in future years our disparity will increase (altho it’s true that as we get more users our Base cost will come down very slightly, exactly $ .025 (2.5 cents) for every new home built. It would require 508 new homes in OHA

to bring us to parity with RPOA., but we only have about 8 lots that can build, that have hookups from RU. There’s no big potential savings from this.
