h. Public Thoroughfare:  Any municipal, county, state, federal or other public road, highway or other throughway and all public rights-of-way on either side thereof.
i. Operating Rights:  all rights to space necessary, in the Company's sole judgment, for the installation of all underground facilities and appurtenances (e.g. above-ground transformers) to be installed by the Company pursuant to this schedule on real property within the Conversion Area, together with all other legal rights necessary, in the Company's sole judgment, for the construction, operation, repair, and maintenance of all facilities installed by the Company pursuant to this schedule, including, but not limited to, easements in form and substance satisfactory to the Company for placement of facilities and appurtenances on private property.
2.
AVAILABILITY – The Company shall install an Underground Distribution System in replacement of an existing overhead electric distribution system and shall remove the existing overhead electric distribution system of 7,200 volts or less (excluding any Temporary Service), subject to the satisfaction of all of the terms and conditions of this schedule, including, without limitation, the following conditions:

a.
Sufficient equipment and materials are available;

b. The Conversion Area is zoned or used for residential purposes and contains only a single phase electrical system (this schedule is not applicable to conversion of overhead three-phase systems);

c.
The Company has the right to render service in the Conversion Area pursuant to a franchise in form and substance satisfactory to the Company;

d.
The Company shall have been granted or otherwise received all Operating Rights pursuant to instruments in form and substance satisfactory to the Company; and

e.
The Conversion Area is a minimum of one (1) city block in length, or in the absence of city blocks, is not less than 440 feet in length.
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
