Attached are CWA, Inc., d/b/a Central Washington Airporter’s (“CWA”) Brief In Support of Application and CWA’s related testimony.  CWA is filing the original version of these documents, six hard copies, and an electronic version.  WAC 480-09-120(1)(b).  CWA’s witnesses have signed and certified their testimony but not notarized it.  CWA is aware that the Commission Staff submitted comments requesting that CWA submit sworn testimony that is signed and notarized, and that the Commission’s First Supplemental Order in this docket also requested signed and notarized testimony.  RCW 9A.72.085 however allows parties to submit signed written statements without notarization, as CWA has done.
