CORRECTED ORDER GRANTING LESS THAN STATUTORY NOTICE


1 On February 23, 2005, the Commission entered an order in this docket granting a request of Pacific Northwest Transportation Services, Inc. that a proposed tariff become effective on less than statutory notice.  The request sought an effective date of February 26, 2005, which is a Saturday.  Commission rules prevent an auto transportation company tariff from becoming effective on a Saturday, Sunday, or state holiday.
