(Continued)

f. All real property within the Conversion Area, including, but not limited to, real property within a Public Thoroughfare within the Conversion Area, must receive electric service through Underground Service Lines or underground Primary voltage service from the Underground Distribution System, unless the Company explicitly agrees to other electric service arrangements.


Customers that are eligible to receive service under this schedule for a particular conversion are not eligible for service under Schedule 71 of this tariff for the same conversion.  

3. NON-ELIGIBLE CONVERSIONS IF PERMITTED BY THE COMPANY – Conversions of existing overhead distribution systems or portions thereof located on an easement or by prescriptive right and conversions of existing overhead distribution systems or portions thereof that do not meet the availability requirements in paragraph 2 above or of Schedule 71 shall be accomplished at the sole discretion of the Company and after payment by Customer to the Company of one hundred percent (100%) of the Company's estimated costs of such conversion.  If the actual costs of such conversion are less than the estimate by more than ten percent (10%) of the estimate or exceed the estimate by more than ten percent (10%) of the estimate, the Company shall, as applicable, refund any excess payment or bill the Customer for the difference between the actual and the estimated cost.  Non-eligible conversions, if allowed by the Company, shall be subject to paragraphs 5 through 16 of this schedule.

4. SERVICE AGREEMENT - The Company shall not be obligated to install an Underground Distribution System within the Conversion Area unless and until the Customer has executed a Schedule 70 Underground Conversion Agreement in the form attached to this schedule as Exhibit A or Exhibit B, as applicable to the Customer, which exhibits are by this reference incorporated in this schedule as if fully set forth herein.
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
