SCHEDULE 72

RELOCATION OF COMPANY OWNED FACILITIES

1.  AVAILABILITY  - Subject to availability of equipment and materials, the Company, upon request, will relocate its facilities for the convenience of others subject to the provisions contained in this schedule.

2.  DEFINITIONS - 

a.  RELOCATION - means any or all of the following:  (i) the physical relocation, in any direction, of Company-owned facilities located on public rights-of-way or on public or private property (ii) the removal of existing facilities and replacement with new or other facilities in the same or different location, other than in circumstances where such replacement is done to accommodate increased load requirements, or (iii) any mitigation required by any governmental agency for new or existing facilities.

b.  OPERATING RIGHTS - means all legal rights necessary, in the Company's sole judgment, for the construction, operation, repair, and maintenance of the facilities installed or relocated under this schedule over, under, across or through all property, including property not owned by the Customer(s) who is served by the relocated facilities.

c.  COST - means all costs incurred by the Company with respect to a Relocation and shall include, but not be limited to, all costs of labor (whether internal or external), materials and related overheads, the depreciated value of any equipment removed less salvage value, the cost of any Operating Rights not obtained by the requesting Party, the cost of reporting on work performed, inspections, permits, excavation, backfill, storage of materials, surveying, temporary facilities, mitigation, restoration and traffic control.

PAYMENT OF RELOCATION COSTS - The Party requesting the Relocation shall pay the Cost of such Relocation under the following terms:

a. If payment of the estimated Relocation Cost is to be made by a governmental authority, the actual Cost shall be payable to the Company within thirty (30) days following the date the Relocation is completed.  However, if the Relocation is anticipated to take more than six (6) months to complete from the time of initiation of construction, arrangements for more frequent periodic payments for completed portions shall be made.
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
