In our general rate case filed July 1st, docket number TG-101157, we requested to have rates implemented on August 16th, 2010. We have demonstrated that our billing system has the ability to effectively manage a mid-month affectivity date and charge appropriately pro-rated amounts for each service level. However, it has been brought to our attention that for certain customers this could potentially result in retroactive rates and thus would not be allowed.
The customers affected by this issue are those for whom all monthly service would be provided prior to the affectivity date of the new rates. To alleviate this problem we will manually credit all customers for whom this is the case the pro-rated amount of the increase charged to their account. The effect of this action is that for the month that rates go into effect customers who received all service prior to the affectivity date of the new rates will be charged at the old rate. The credit will be shown on their invoice. This circumstance applies to 233 customers.
