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Recommendation:

Issue Complaint and Order suspending tariff revisions filed by PacifiCorp in Docket No. 

UE-001734.

History

On November 9, 2000, PacifiCorp filed tariff revisions with the Commission to allow it to charge a customer who changes utility service to another utility the costs of removing PacifiCorp’s utility property from the customer’s location.

Discussion

The areas of concern addressed in several outstanding data requests include:  

1) vagueness in the language as regards to the scope of the proposed rule change;

2) accounting procedures reflecting the proposed charges;

3) policy concerns with the notions of customer direct access, “exit fees”, stranded benefits, and costs;

4) estimated magnitudes of the revenue, costs and numbers of customers involved; and

5) possible violations of the agreement to contain rate changes in the recent Rate case Settlement (Docket UE-991832.)

6) The extent of customer notice that has occurred and what additional notice may be necessary.

PacifiCorp agrees to suspending the docket for further study.

Summary

PacifiCorp has not demonstrated that the proposed tariff revisions are fair, just, reasonable and sufficient.  Therefore, Staff recommends that the Commission issue a Complaint and Order Suspending the Tariff Revisions filed by PacifiCorp in Docket No. UE-001734.
