ORDER GRANTING LESS THAN STATUTORY NOTICE


BACKGROUND

1 On December 18, 2000, Pioneer Telephone Company filed with the Commission revisions to its currently effective Tariff WN U-3, designated as Section VII Original  Sheets 1.1, and 13 through 21.  

2 WAC 480-80-070 requires thirty days’ notice prior to the effective date of the tariff.  The tariff sheet bears an inserted effective date of January 18, 2001.  This date recognizes statutory notice as required.  The Company requests, however, that statutory notice be waived as authorized in WAC 480-80-240, and that the revisions become effective January 15, 2001.  The earlier date is necessary to maintain compliance with newly adopted or recently revised WAC 480-120-071.

3 Since the proposed tariff revisions are fair, just, and reasonable, and waiver of statutory notice is not inconsistent with the public interest, it is appropriate that the Commission grant the waiver Pioneer Telephone Company requests with an effective date of January 15, 2001.
