ORDER GRANTING EXEMPTION TO RULE DEADLINE;  GRANTING   COMPANY ADDITIONAL TIME TO

FILE ANNUAL REPORT




                 BACKGROUND
1 On April 30, 2002, the Commission received a petition from Peninsula Sanitation Service, Inc., G-11, (Peninsula) requesting the Commission grant an exemption to the provisions of WAC 480-70-071(1)(b) that require solid waste collection companies to file an annual report of financial and operational activity by May 1 of each year.  The petition requests Peninsula be granted an extension because it is awaiting information from the Internal Revenue Service that is necessary to completing the 2001 annual report.  The subject information concerns a change in accounting periods which affect taxes.  At the same time the petition was filed, Peninsula submitted estimated regulatory fees for the reporting period.
2 Commission Staff reviewed the petition and recommended that Peninsula’s petition be granted pending receipt of information from the Internal Revenue Service.






FINDINGS
3 RCW 81.77.080 and WAC 480-70-071 require that solid waste companies file annual reports with the Commission summarizing financial and operational activity.    The Commission annually mails an annual report form to each solid waste collection company.  The form each company receives is based on the type of operations conducted by the company.

4 WAC 480-70-071(1)(c) provides that the Commission may grant an extension of time allowing the company to file its annual report after the May 1 due date, if the company files a request for extension prior to May 1.   

5 This matter came before the Commission at its regularly scheduled open meeting on May 8, 2002.  The Commissioners, having determined the following order to be consistent with the public interest, directed the Secretary to enter the following order and related provisions.

CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

6 (1)
The Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission has jurisdiction over the subject matter of this petition.
7 (2)
Peninsula Sanitation Service, Inc., G-11, is subject to the provisions of Chapter 81.77 RCW and Chapter 480-70 WAC requiring solid waste collection companies to annually file summaries of their financial and operational activities.
8 (3)
Peninsula Sanitation Service, Inc., G-11, should be granted an extension of time, until June 30, 2002, to file its 2001 annual report.
ORDER
THE COMMISSION ORDERS:

9 Peninsula Sanitation Service, Inc., is granted an exemption to the provisions of WAC 480-70-071(1)(b) and is granted an extension until June 30, 2002, to file the company's 2001 annual report.

10 Failure by Peninsula Sanitary Service, Inc., G-11, to file its annual report by June 30, 2002, may result in the Commission invoking provisions of penalties.
