                 BACKGROUND
1 On October 31, 2001, Olympic Pipe Line Company (Olympic) filed for a general increase in its rates and charges for providing pipeline transportation service within the State of Washington.
2 At its open public meeting of November 16, 2001, the Commission suspended the operation of the tariff that would effect the general rate increase.  The Commission entered an order on November 20, 2001, effecting the suspension.  
3 Olympic submitted an amended petition for immediate rate relief on November 21, 2001.  The Commission convened hearings on the interim proposal on January 14, 15, and 16, 2002.  The Commission entered an order, Third Supplemental Order Granting Interim Relief, In Part, on January 31, 2002, authorizing and directing Olympic to initiate a temporary rate increase in the form of a supplemental tariff and directing content of that supplement.
4 Olympic submitted the supplement authorized and directed by the Third Supplemental Order on February 1, 2002.  The supplement was accepted by the Commission and became effective on February 2, 2002.
5 In this docket, TO-020607, Olympic submitted a proposed Supplement No. 2, and requested Commission approval to amend the supplement currently authorized, to reflect elimination of the Sea-Tac terminaling charge contained on Supplement No. 1.  Per the Commission's approval, Olympic's Sea-Tac terminal was sold in March 2002, and in accordance with the sale, the terminaling charge has not been collected since the date of the sale.  

6 Commission Staff reviewed the petition and recommended that Olympic's request for authority to amend its tariff by canceling Supplement No. 1 and inserting in its place Supplement No. 2 should be granted.






FINDINGS
7 The Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission is an agency of the state of Washington, vested by statute with authority to regulate rates, rules, regulations, practices, and accounts of public service companies, including pipeline companies.

8 Olympic Pipe Line Company is a "public service company" as that term is defined in RCW 81.04.010, and a common carrier pipeline company under RCW 81.88.030, and as those terms otherwise may be used in Title 81 RCW.  Olympic is engaged in Washington State in the business of providing the transportation of refined petroleum products by pipeline to the public for compensation.
9 Olympic filed on May 15, 2002, revisions to its tariff, proposing to delete rates no longer having application due to sale of facilities.  These revisions are contained on Supplement 
No. 2 that would cancel Supplement No. 1.  Supplement No. 1 was previously approved by the Commission and became effective on February 2, 2002.
10 Supplement No. 2 makes no other changes to Olympic's tariff other than to remove the Sea-Tac terminaling charge, a rate that no longer has application due to the sale of the facility.  
11 This matter came before the Commission at its regularly scheduled open meeting on May 24, 2002.  The Commissioners, having determined the following order to be consistent with the public interest, directed the Secretary to enter the following order and related provisions.


CONCLUSIONS OF LAW

12 (1)
The Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission has jurisdiction over the subject matter of, and parties to, this petition.
13 (2)
The Commission retains jurisdiction over the subject matter and the Parties.
14 (3)
The request of Olympic Pipe Line Company to amend its tariff to delete the Sea-Tac terminaling charges that no longer have application due to the sale of the terminal should be granted.
                          

ORDER
THE COMMISSION ORDERS:

15 (1) 
That Olympic Pipe Line Company is authorized to file a supplemental tariff No. 2, consistent with the terms of this order, eliminating the Sea-Tac terminaling charge, to become effective May 25, 2002.  The filing must contain the following provisions:

(  Any revenues collected under this tariff sheet are collected subject to refund, based on the level of permanent rates established as a result of Docket No. TO-011472..

(  The tariff sheet will expire on the filing date for permanent rates that the Commission establishes in its order in Docket No. TO-011472.  If the Commission authorizes no change in permanent rates, the tariff sheet will expire on the service date of the Commission order in Docket No. TO-011472.

(  The Commission has retained jurisdiction over the rates set forth in this tariff sheet, and the Commission has expressly reserved the right to make whatever changes are necessary and appropriate, if any, pending a final order in Docket No. TO-011472.


16 (2)
No amendments or revisions may be made to the supplemental tariff authorized by this order, or to the tariff suspended in Docket TO-020607, unless Olympic Pipe Line applies for and is granted authority for such change by the Commission.
