ORDER GRANTING LESS THAN STATUTORY NOTICE AND REQUIRING REPORTING PER WAC 480-110-455(4)


BACKGROUND

1 On June 24, 2002, Kala Point Utility Company (Kala Point) filed with the Commission revisions to its currently effective Tariff WN U-1, designated as First Revision Sheet No. 25 canceling Original Sheet No. 25.  This filing is to implement a surcharge of $1.50 per month per customer to repay a loan.  This loan will be for a period of three years and carries a nine percent interest rate.

2 WAC 480-80-070 requires thirty days’ notice prior to the effective date of the tariff.  The tariff sheet bears an inserted effective date of August 1, 2002.  This date recognizes statutory notice as required.  The Company requests, however, that statutory notice be waived as authorized in WAC 480-80-240, and that the revisions become effective July 15, 2002.  The company is requesting this treatment due to the serious nature of this pump failure at the start of the summer high-use months.

3 Since the proposed tariff revisions appear to be fair, just, and reasonable, and waiver of statutory notice is consistent with the public interest, it is appropriate that the Commission grant the waiver Kala Point requests with an effective date of July 15, 2002.

4 The funds received as a result of this Surcharge will be deposited into a separate reserve account exclu​sively for the purpose of making capital improvements identified as part of this tariff filing.  This separate reserve account will be listed on all company financial records and will be considered a cash account asset (NARUC account #127).  Expenditures from the reserve account will be treated as customer contri​butions for ratemaking purposes.  The Company will provide quarterly reports under the provisions of WAC 480-110-455 (4).

FINDINGS

5 (1) 
After careful examination of the proposed tariff revisions filed by Kala Point on June 24, 2002, and giving consideration to all relevant matters and for good cause shown, the Commission finds that the proposed tariff revisions should become effective July 15, 2002.  

6 (2) 
This matter was brought before the Commission at its regularly scheduled open meeting on July 10, 2002.  The Commissioners, having determined this filing to be consistent with the public interest, directed the Secretary to enter this order.

O R D E R

THE COMMISSION ORDERS 

7 (1)
The requested waiver of statutory notice in connection with the tariff revision as filed by Kala Point Utility Company on June 24, 2002 is granted, and the tariff revisions shall become effective on July 15, 2002.

8 (2)
Kala Point Utility Company will maintain detailed records for all costs related to the upgrade of well #3.  A detailed report of this cost data will be submitted to Commission Staff within 30 days of the end of the upgrade period.

9 (3)
Kala Point Utility Company will provide quarterly reports in a format provided by Commission Staff.  Quarterly reports will continue until the surcharge is complete per the tariff requirements.  Quarterly reports will be forwarded to the Commission within 45 days of the quarters end.
