ORDER REJECTING

TARIFF FILING


BACKGROUND

1 On July 1, 2002, Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., G-143 (Company) filed with the Commission revisions to the company's tariff.  The filing consisted of revisions to Tariff No. 14 with a request for less than statutory notice handling and a requested effective date August 1, 2002. All pages in the tariff contain an inserted effective date of August 1, 2002. 
 

2 WAC 480-70-286 requires that each change in rates, charges, or rules must be clearly
                  identified.  The company's filing does not comply with that requirement and should
                  therefore be rejected.
3 WAC 480-70-266 requires that a company must provide at least forty-five calendar-
                  days’ notice to the commission on any filing that will result in an increase in rates or
                  charges to customers.  This filing does not provide the required forty-five 
                  days' notice and should therefore be rejected.
FINDINGS

4 (1) 
Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., is a solid waste company subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.  

5 (2)
The tariff filing by Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., on July 1, 2002, does not comply with the provisions of WAC 480-70-286 requiring tariff changes to be properly identified.

6 (3)
The tariff filing by Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., on July 1, 2002 does not comply with the provisions of WAC 480-70-266 requiring forty-five days’ notice to the Commission and should be rejected.

O R D E R

7 THE COMMISSION ORDERS:

8 (1)
The tariff filing submitted by Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., on July 1, 2002, is rejected.

9 (2)
The rejection is made without prejudice toward Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., refiling the proposed tariff amendments if such subsequent filing complies with the provisions of WAC 480-70-286 and WAC 480-70-266.

10 (3)
Bainbridge Disposal, Inc., must not implement the changes proposed in the rejected filing.
