ORDER GRANTING CONTRACT APPROVAL


BACKGROUND

1 On July 8, 2002, Puget Sound Energy (PSE) filed a contract with the Commission.  The Contract provides for high voltage general electric service to the Renton Wastewater Treatment Plant meter of King County (KC).  The Contract provides the same rates and terms as PSE Schedule 49 except for modification to the demand ratchet component, which proposes a deemed, maximum value of 10 MVa.  The Contract will last three years from date of approval.

2 The Contract represents a settlement of claims between PSE and KC flowing from the Schedule 48 issues heard in Docket No. UE-001952, and facilitates self-generation by KC. 

3 On the July 26, 2002, Open Meeting, the Commission heard presentation of the application. 

FINDINGS

4 (1) 
PSE is an Electric company and is a public service company subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.  

5 (2) 
The rate revisions in the application are reasonable.  Although the contract was developed as part of a collaborative process underlying settlement in Docket No. UE-001952, the standards of WAC 480-90-335 are met.   

6 (3)
WAC 480-80-335(6) states that unless otherwise provided by the Commission, such approval will not be determinative with respect to the expenses and revenues of the company for subsequent ratemaking considerations.

7 (4) 
It is consistent with the public interest to grant the contract as filed to become effective on August 7, 2002.

8 THE COMMISSION ORDERS:

9  (1)
The contract filed in this docket on July 8, 2002, is approved to become effective on August 7, 2002, and shall expire exactly three years from that date.
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
