TIME OF DAY AND POWER COST HEDGE

HIGH VOLTAGE INTERRUPTIBLE SERVICE

(Three-phase delivery voltage of 50,000 volts or higher)

AVAILABILITY:

This schedule is available and applies to Customers eligible to receive Electric Service under Schedule No. 46, provided that the Company determines, to its satisfaction, that metering equipment adequate to implement this schedule is available for the Customer. 

APPLICABILITY:

Except as otherwise provided by this schedule, Electric Service under this schedule shall be available on the terms and conditions set forth in Schedule No. 46 including, but not limited to, terms of interruption of service and penalties for failure to interrupt. 

TERM:

Customers selecting the time of day and power cost hedge can only switch out of this schedule and into Schedule 446 (Time Of Day Rate and Power Cost Adjustment) on an annual basis during the Open Enrollment Period. 

MONTHLY RATE:

Demand Charge per kVa of Billing Demand :  


$1.58
per kVa up to the first 5,000 kVa 

$0.21
per kVa for all kVa over 5,000 kVa
Time of Day Energy Charge:  Time of Day Energy Charge shall be an amount equal to the sum of Morning Energy Charge, Mid-Day Energy Charge, Evening Energy Charge and Economy Energy Charge, calculated per Customer on a daily basis.
