HIGH VOLTAGE GENERAL SERVICE 

(Continued)

Customers taking service under this schedule shall pay the Energy charges described in (1) above for the applicable load described therein and shall pay the Energy charge described in (2) above for the applicable load described therein until the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission accepts or orders a rate treatment with respect to such Customer’s load other than as described in this schedule.  

*  Rate per kWh equal to the average Energy price of up to three bids obtained by the Company in response to Customer’s take-or-pay Planned Incremental Load projections, as further provided in this schedule under the section titled “Electric Service for Incremental Loads in Excess of 5,000 kVa.” 

Monthly System Sales Credit: A credit rate in cents per kWh will be calculated by dividing the estimated total monthly secondary sales revenues, less estimated variable power costs (based on the highest cost resources in a projected monthly merit order dispatch of the Company's power supply resources) associated with producing those revenues by the estimated total retail load for the Month.  If this credit rate is positive, the Customer receives a Monthly System Sales Credit equal to such rate multiplied by the Customer's consumption in such Month.  If such credit rate is negative, the Monthly System Sales Credit for such Month will be set to zero and the estimated variable power costs, to the extent they produce a negative credit rate, are carried forward to the calculation of this credit under this schedule in the subsequent Month.

Base Hedge Cost Credit:  A credit rate in cents per kWh equal to 0.3106 cents per kWh.  

ADDITIONAL RATE ADJUSTMENTS:

Customers will receive a per kWh adjustment for the power cost adjustment under Schedule 123.

Qualifying customers will receive a per kWh Residential Exchange adjustment under Schedule 194.

TIME OF DAY PERIODS:

Morning Energy Charges apply between 6:00 a.m. and 10 a.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday.  Mid-Day Energy Charges apply between 10:00 a.m. and 5 p.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday.  Evening Energy Charges apply between 5:00 p.m. and 9 p.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday. Economy Energy Charges apply between 9:00 p.m. and 6 a.m., Pacific Prevailing Time, Monday through Saturday, and include all hours on Sundays and NERC Holidays.
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
