1  Pursuant to the Notice of Opportunity to Respond that the Washington Utilities and 

Transportation Commission (Commission) served February 17, 2022, Commission Staff 

provides this response to the Late-Filed Petition to Intervene of Walmart Inc. (Walmart). 

2  The Commission held a prehearing conference in this proceeding February 14, 2022. 

On February 16, 2022, Walmart file a Petition to Intervene in the proceeding referenced 

above.

Further, Walmart noted that no further proceedings have taken place yet in this matter 

and committed to accept any and all decision made pursuant to the prehearing conference. 

On this basis, Staff does not object to Walmart’s late intervention.
