Q. In the last 2 years (if you had had telephone service) approximately how many times would it have been used it to call 911 for emergency assistance for yourself or others? Please state the approximate date and the general nature of the emergency (e.g. heart attack, car accident, accident in the home, break-in, assault, etc). Describe what you had to do to receive or summon emergency assistance.
A. There have been 2 occasions in the past 2 years. 

1) In the spring of ’04 a lady was found at the bottom of our driveway. She had an OD on drugs of some kind. My friend and co-owner got her to Index to an ambulance which saved her life.
2) On Sept 30, ’05 I personally had to go to the hospital for a bleeding ulcer. If my friend Vern Jacobs had not been home I simply would have died (medical records available on request). I was not even able to get to the neighbors for help. It should be noted that in our area we have disabled people, small children, and senior citizens. All of who could need medical assistance at any time. The lack of phone service could have cost my life. Medical records show clearly that I required two pints of blood. Three doctors told me a delay of even two hours getting to the hospital would have cost my life.
