ORDER GRANTING ACCOUNTING PETITION  


MEMORANDUM

1 On November 8, 2001, Avista Corporation filed with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission a petition for an Accounting Order seeking authority to continue accounting treatment related to the Natural Gas Benchmark Mechanism.  The Natural Gas Benchmark Mechanism and accounting treatment are set forth in Tariff Schedule 163.  The requested effective date of the tariff and petition request is April 1, 2002, with the duration of the Mechanism and associated accounting treatment being one year (March 31, 2003).

Avista Corporation is engaged in the business of electric and gas service 

within the state of Washington as a public service company, and is subject to the jurisdiction of the Commission.
