	These proposed operating hours are daylight hours outside of the AM and PM hours of peak traffic on nearby roadways.

	Maximum number of train cars per train to be operated through the spur crossing:  3 cars plus an engine
	Such short trains will minimize the length of time of each of the crossings along the spur track.

	Traffic flagging of 134th Avenue East on the north and south sides of the crossing must be performed in accordance with WAC 296-155-305 by certified flaggers provided by Meeker during all train crossings of 134th via the spur track.
