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On August 22, 2003, the Commission entered its order authorizing transfer and
canceling Certificate No. G-41 from Rabanco Connections International, Inc., to
Rabanco, Ltd. (Docket No. TG-030433), authorizing transfer and canceling
Certificate No. G-235 from Northwest Waste Industries, Inc., to Rabanco Ltd.
(Docket No. TG-030434), and authorizing transfer and reissuing Certificate No.
G-12 from Rabanco Ltd. & Rabanco Recycling, Inc., to Rabanco Ltd. (Docket No.
TG-030590). On September 29, 2004, King County filed a Petition to Amend
Orders in the above matters. The petition requests that all certificates of public
convenience and necessity be transferred to Rabanco, Ltd. as separate certificates
for each county in which Rabanco, Ltd. is authorized to collect waste under G-12,
rather than consolidated as Certificate G-12. Rabanco filed an answer to the
petition on October 20, 2004.
