The Commission will consider all comments and determine whether additional scrutiny is
warranted, and may establish an adjudicative proceeding or other process to fully consider
appropriate revisions. Upon conclusion of its review of the conservation reports, the Commission
will determine whether the Companies have acquired enough conservation resources to achieve
compliance with their 2016-2017 biennial conservation targets. For the renewable resource
standard reports the Commission will issue a decision determining whether the Companies
correctly calculated their 2018 renewable resource targets and complied with their reporting
requirements.
