On July 28, 2014, the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission
(Commission) filed a Notice That The Commission Will Not Enter A Declaratory Order
in Docket UE-141357. In that docket, the Commission was asked to determine the
application of Puget Sound Energy’s (PSE) commitment to accelerate its acquisition of
energy efficiency to its 2012-13 biennial conservation target.! The Commission declined
to act on that petition and said it:

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has an interest in resolving ambiguity and promoting clarity to prevent future
conflict. We do not wish to find ourselves presented with the same question two
years from now regarding the application of PSE’s commitment to exceed its
biennial conservation target to the entire 2014-15 biennium. Accordingly, by
separate notice in Docket UE-132043 we will initiate a review of Order 01 in that
docket to receive party comments and determine PSE’s obligation for the 2014-
2015 biennium.

The Commission hereby provides notice that it intends to determine the application of
PSE’s commitment to accelerate its acquisition of energy efficiency at its regularly
scheduled open meeting on Thursday, September 11, 2014, at 9:30 a.m.
