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COMPLAINT AND ORDER SUSPENDING TARIFF REVISION


BACKGROUND

On November 9, 2000, PacifiCorp filed with the Commission under its Advice No. 00-010, a revision to its currently effective Tariff WN U-74 designated as First Revision of Sheet No. F.3.  The stated effective date is December 13, 2000.

It appears that the proposed tariff revision will increase charges and rates for electric service rendered by Respondent, and that the rights and interests of the public might be injuriously affected.  It is the decision of the Commission to suspend the operation of the above tariff revision.  The Commission will initiate such hearings as are necessary and appropriate concerning the proposed tariff revision and investigate whether the proposed changes are just and reasonable. 

In accordance with RCW 80.04.130, the burden of proof to show that such increases are just and reasonable shall be upon the Respondent.  Pursuant to RCW 80.20.020, PacifiCorp shall bear the cost of this investigation.

ORDER

1.
The operation of the above tariff revision filed November 9, 2000, by PacifiCorp d/b/a Pacific Power & Light Company, is suspended.

2.
A hearing or hearings, on the Commission's own motion, shall be held at such times and places as may be required.

3.
No change or alteration shall be made in the filed tariff revision, during the period of suspension without prior written authorization of the Commission.

4. An investigation is hereby instituted by the Commission.
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5. Respondent may be required to pay the expenses reasonably attributable and allocable to such investigation to the extent the requirement for such payment may be in accordance with the provisions of chapter 80.20 RCW.
