ORDER GRANTING PETITION 

TO MODIFY TRAIN DETECTION CIRCUITRY AT SR-432

BACKGROUND

1 On December 10, 2001, the Columbia and Cowlitz Railroad Company filed a petition with the Commission, seeking authority to modify train detection circuitry at a grade crossing.  The crossing is located at the intersection of SR-432 and the petitioner’s tracks, in Cowlitz County, Washington.  Sixty percent of the cost of the proposed upgrades is to be paid from the grade crossing protection fund, pursuant to RCW 81.53.271.  The remainder of the cost is pursuant to an agreement between the parties.

2 Respondent has consented to an entry of an order by the Commission without further notice or hearing.

DISCUSSION

3 In the vicinity of the crossing, SR-432 is classified as an arterial roadway, with one lane for each direction of traffic and a speed limit of 45 mph.  Average daily traffic through the crossing is estimated at 7,600 vehicles.  

4 The Columbia and Cowlitz Railroad Company maintains one main track through the crossing.  Daily train traffic averages 12 trains, traveling at a maximum timetable speed of 15 mph.

5 Warning devices at the crossing consist of cantilever-mounted flashing light signals, activated by DC train detection circuitry.  Petitioner proposes to modify the train detection circuitry by replacing the existing circuitry with AC/DC circuitry.  The new circuitry will improve the warning system by enhancing train detection capability and reliability.  The upgrades are proposed in the interest of improving safety for motorists.

6 Commission Staff investigated the petition and recommended that it be granted, subject to specified conditions.

7 This matter was brought before the Commission at its regularly scheduled open meeting on January 9, 2002.  The Commissioners have reviewed the petition and have been advised in the matter.  They believe that granting the petition, subject to the conditions set forth below, is in the public interest, and direct the Secretary to issue the Order.

ORDER

8 THE COMMISSION GRANTS the petition of the Columbia and Cowlitz Railroad Company to modify train detection circuitry at the highway-rail grade crossing, located at the intersection of SR-432 and the petitioner’s tracks, in Cowlitz County, Washington, subject to the following conditions:

(1) The upgrades must conform to the plans filed in this proceeding.

(2) Traffic control devices must comply with all applicable standards specified in the U.S. Department of Transportation Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices.

(3) Upon completion of the upgrades authorized herein, petitioner must notify the Commission.  Acceptance of the installations is subject to inspection and report by Commission Staff, verifying that the changes are in full compliance with law, regulation, and the conditions specified herein.
