Dear Ms. Bradley:

On April 21, 2004, Qwest Corporation (Qwest) filed a request for approval of an interconnection agreement (Agreement) between Qwest and Winstar Communications, LLC (Winstar).  Although the request cover letter referenced Docket No. UT-023005, the filing has actually been assigned Docket No. UT-043028.  The filing is scheduled for the Commission’s No Action Agenda of May 26, 2004.  

The Agreement is an adoption, in its entirety, of the previously approved agreement between Qwest and Sprint Communications Company, L.P. (Docket UT-03006).  The Agreement was signed by Qwest and Winstar on February 18 and February 2, 2002, respectively.  The purpose of this letter is to make note that the Agreement appears to have been filed very late.  The Commission reserves the right to investigate, and if appropriate, commence a separate proceeding to complain, enforce, and penalize Winstar for failure to properly obey the filing requirements of Section 252 of the Telecommunications Act of 1996.  Section 252 and WAC 480-07-640 (effective January 1, 2004) make it clear that interconnection agreements are to be filed for approval within 30 days after the agreement is signed.  Winstar is hereby made aware of these filing requirements with regard to future filings.  For future reference, placing Docket No. UT-040328  on the No Action Agenda (May 26, 2004, Commission Open Meeting) should not be viewed as a free pass.  An identical letter has also been sent to Qwest.
