Westage/WeavTel had responded through their attorney.  However, due to some internal decisions, Sprint Communications Co. LP has elected to withdraw this particular request for interconnection.  The Commission will receive a copy of the letter.
 
Whidbey has also responded through their attorney, but they have asserted a Rural Exemption.  We are working through our law department to attempt further negotiations.
 
Hood Canal had initially responded with an assertion of Rural Exemption, but after we explained specifically what kind of services we needed and that we were not asking them to waive their exemption, they agreed to negotiate.  Again, due to some internal decisions, Sprint Communications Co. LP elected to let our request for interconnection expire after the 160 period and no further request will be made at this time.
