 AUTONUMLGL 
Suncadia is a Delaware limited liability company registered to do business and is in good standing in the State of Washington.  Suncadia’s Washington address is 109 South First Street, P.O. Box 887, Roslyn, Washington 98941.

 AUTONUMLGL 
Suncadia owns, develops and operates certain real property in Kittitas County, Washington, located within the service area of Inland Telephone Company, Respondent in this matter (“Inland”).  Suncadia receives certain telecommunications services from Inland.

 AUTONUMLGL 
On April 19, 2005, Inland filed its Third Revision Sheet No. 386 with the WUTC, relating to its tariffs (the “Original Filing”).  The effects of the Original Filing on Suncadia would have been to remove real property owned and being developed by Suncadia from Inland’s service area.  At the outset, Suncadia opposed the Original Filing due to its uncertainty of receiving telephone service.

 AUTONUMLGL 
Following negotiations between the parties, Inland and Suncadia executed certain contracts on or about June 1, 2005, in which Inland agreed to continue providing certain telephone services to Suncadia, and Suncadia agreed to support Inland’s Original Filing.

 AUTONUMLGL 
On June 29, 2005, the WUTC issued its Complaint and Order in WUTC Docket No. UT-050606 suspending Inland’s proposed tariff revisions, and ordering hearings in this matter.  Suncadia is interested in this matter due to its receiving telecommunications service from Inland either pursuant to Inland’s tariffs, or pursuant to its contract with Inland.  No other party purports to represent the interests of Suncadia.

Based on the foregoing, Suncadia requests approval of this Petition to Intervene as a party in this proceeding.
