ORDER GRANTING APPLICATION




1 On June 26, 2009, Northwest Liquid Transport 1, Inc., filed an application with the Washington Utilities and Transportation Commission (Commission) for a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity to operate motor vehicles in Solid Waste Collection service under contract with Nature’s Path Food USA, Inc., located in Blaine, Washington, to collect and transport for disposal a mixture of sugar water and solids from the plant in Whatcom County.

2 On July 9, 2009, interested parties were notified of the application to give them an opportunity to express their views.  The application was protested by VanderVeen Family Transport, Inc.; Sanitary Service Company, Inc., and Blaine-Bay Refuse, Inc. Subsequently the protests were withdrawn.

3 Upon consideration of all the evidence of record, the Commission finds that the applicant is fit, willing and able to properly conduct the proposed operations and that the service sought to be rendered is necessary and will be a convenience to the public.

ORDER
4 THE COMMISSION ORDERS the application of Northwest Liquid Transport 1, Inc., in Docket TG-0191026, is hereby granted as amended per the attached Appendix A and contingent upon the applicant having complied with the provisions of RCW 81.77 and the rules relating to solid waste companies. 

5 The Commission further orders that the tariff filed in connection with this application will become effective at 12:01 a.m. on the day following the service date of this order.
6 The Commission has delegated authority to the Secretary to enter this Order under RCW80.01.030 and WAC 480-07-905(2)(a).

The Commission will grant a late-filed request for review only on a showing of good cause, including a satisfactory explanation of why the person did not timely file the request.  A form for late-filed requests is available on the Commission's Web site.
